l. SCIENTIFIC OVERVIEW

The product is produced and controlled using validated methods and tests, which
ensure the consistency of the product released on the market.

It has been shown that the product can be safely used in the target species; the
slight reactions observed are indicated in the SPC.

The product is safe for the user, the consumer of foodstuffs from treated animals
and for the environment, when used as recommended. Suitable warnings and
precautions are indicated in the SPC.

The efficacy of the product was demonstrated according to the claims made in the
SPC.

The overall risk/benefit analysis is in favour of granting a marketing authorisation.

Il.  QUALITY ASPECTS

A. Composition

The product contains 500 mg/mL of metamizole sodium and 4 mg/mL of hyoscine
butylbromide in water for injections.

The packaging of the finished product is as described on the SPC. The particulars
of the containers and controls performed are provided and conform to the
regulation.

The product is an established pharmaceutical form and its development is
adequately described in accordance with the relevant European guidelines.

B. Method of Preparation of the Product

The product is manufactured fully in accordance with the principles of good
manufacturing practice from a licensed manufacturing site.

Process validation data on the product have been presented in accordance with
the relevant European guidelines.

C. Control of Starting Materials

The active substances are metamizole sodium and hyoscine butylbromide,
established active substances described in the European Pharmacopoeia. The
active substances are manufactured in accordance with the principles of good
manufacturing practice.

The active substances specifications is considered adequate to control the quality
of the material. Batch analytical data demonstrating compliance with these
specifications have been provided.

D. Specific Measures concerning the Prevention of the Transmission of Animal
Spongiform Encephalopathies

There are no substances within the scope of the TSE Guideline present or used
in the manufacture of this product.

E. Control on intermediate products

F. Control Tests on the Finished Product

The finished product specification controls the relevant parameters for the
pharmaceutical form. The tests in the specification, and their limits, have been
justified and are considered appropriate to adequately control the quality of the
product.

Satisfactory validation data for the analytical methods have been provided. Batch
analytical data from the proposed production site have been provided
demonstrating compliance with the specification.

G.  Stability

Re-test periods for the active substances are set in the certificates of suitability
issued by EDQM.

Stability data on the finished product have been provided in accordance with
applicable European guidelines, demonstrating the stability of the product
throughout its shelf life when stored under the approved conditions.

An in-use shelf-life as detailed on the SPC has been supported by appropriate
data.

Withdrawal Periods

Given the legal basis of the application, Article 13(1) of the directive 2001/82/EC
as amended, and the fact that the exemption 7.1.d (see part Il) is accepted, the
withdrawal periods agreed for the reference product can be applied to the generic
product.

Based on additional data already assessed in a CMS, the withdrawal period in
bovine species following intramuscular route had to be increased to 28 days.

The following withdrawal periods are thus proposed:

IV.A Pre-Clinical Studies

Pharmacology

This is a generic application for a marketing authorisation in accordance with
Article 13.1 of Directive 2001/82/EC, as amended. The cited reference product is
ESTOCELAN INJECTABLE.

No bioequivalence study was provided. The exemptions 7.1.a & b of the European
“Guideline on the conduct of bioequivalence studies for veterinary medicinal
products” (EMA/CVMP/016/00-Rev.2) apply for intravenous  and
subcutaneous/intramuscular routes of administration, respectively.
Bioequivalence of the test product with the reference product is considered
established.

Tolerance in the Target Species of Animals No

tolerance study has been provided.

As this is a generic application according to Article 13 (1) of Directive 2001/82/EC
as amended, and bioequivalence with a reference product has been
demonstrated, results of tolerance study is not required.

IV.B Clinical Studies
